Ezekiel 47: 1 – 12 prophetic passage to St. Toms over past 15 years 
 
Start in the temple 
 

 
 

- life from death/ref Jesus [flows from the side] 
- Temple - where God resides, the presence of God – heavy ‘shekaniah’ glory 

presence of God (Hebredes 1950’s) 
- Jesus told disciples to wait in Jerusalem until power from on high 
 
Call to our church  
- give up our lives for Great Commission and Great Commandment 
- within the power of Holy Spirit [a peace, joy, power unrelated to the 
circumstances around you] 

 
Stay in the river  
 

 
 

- Holy Spirit will prompt you to hear his voice about sins/unholiness 
- Learning to live in community 
- Journey of increasing holiness + hear His voice + take risks 



Easy but difficult to do! Our old self keeps rebelling (desire to be gratified) but the 
new thing is – desire to be closer the God 
 
Embrace the Arabah  
 

 
 
(enormous waterfall from planes to lowest sea on earth [dead sea = salt = 
picture of sin, non-life – river of life flows into it to bring it life] 

 
Renewals within Church should lead to the river flowing out of our buildings 
into the world of death and brokenness, out of the high to the low places – last, 
least, lost. 
We do it through MSC’s. Where are the lost? All sorts of contexts – if you 
learn to walk in the river, He’ll show you 

 
Avoid the swamps and marshes 
 

 
 
Procrastination is a major enemy of discipleship – gradually end up on edge of 
the river. 
Swamps and Marshes = salt at the edge, not flowing. Un-forgiveness is 
another trap 
Mark 1: 15 – way you think and step out on it.
